	STIPULATED CASE MANAGEMENT ORDER


Counsel and the parties agree that the Colorado Rules of Juvenile Procedure do not provide for a specific form of case management order, and that the case management and discovery provisions of Rules 16 and 26 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (C.R.C.P.) are inapplicable to juvenile actions, unless stipulated to by the parties or ordered by the Court. Counsel and the parties further agree that adoption of a case management order that generally follows the guidelines of C.R.C.P. 16 and 26 will expedite disclosure and discovery matters and facilitate pre-trial and jury trial issues.

Trial Date. This matter is set for a [length of trial] [type of] trial for respondents on [date/time of first date of trial to date/time of last day of trial].
2. Pre-Trial Readiness/Jury Instruction Conference. A pre-trial readiness/jury instruction conference shall be held on [date/time of conference]. Parties may participate by [method agreed upon how parties will participate.] [Example: calling [Judge’s Name]’s chambers at [###-###-####].

3. Disclosures. Except as otherwise specified herein, the provisions of C.R.C.P. 26(a)(1) and (2) shall govern disclosures. Petitioner’s disclosure under C.R.C.P. 26(a)(1) and (2) shall be made and served no later than [date]. Respondents and the GAL shall provide their disclosures on or before [date]. Each party shall be under a duty to supplement its disclosures as specified in C.R.C.P. 26(e).

4. Discovery. Parties may obtain discovery by Court Order due to the short timeframes involved in [type of] actions.

5. Pre-trial Motions. Pretrial motions are due no later than [date]. Responses are due no later than [date].
6. Jury Instructions. The parties shall confer regarding jury instructions by [date] and file proposed jury instructions with the Court no later than [date]. The parties will stipulate to a Statement of the Case. The parties shall file with the Court one set of Jury Instructions – that set shall identify the instructions parties stipulate to with citations and shall also identify the instructions that the parties disagree on with legal citations and a statement about which party is proposing the instruction and why and which party opposes the instruction and why. The Jury Instructions shall also be submitted to the Court in Word format via e-mail to the Court Clerk, [Clerk’s Name], by [date].
7. Witness Lists and Exhibit Lists. Counsel and/or parties shall file their witness lists and exhibit lists with the Court no later than [date].

8. Methods of Service. Any motions, notices, discovery, instructions, or other documents required to be served under this case management order shall be served in accordance with C.R.C.P. Rule 5. The parties agree that email service is preferred.
