· Rule of thumb: Time for Learning by Grade Level

· Having weekly assignments, projects, video check-ins, projects are all ways to assess learning. Keep in mind that many families have limited internet and one device which must be shared between multiple people.

· General guidance for student time-on-task includes time limits for each task the student is given to accomplish. Tasks should be a mix of receptive, students receiving information either by reading a book or engaging with items on a computer, and productive, students providing a written response to a prompt or crafting during an art project. The tasks need to be mixed throughout the day.

· Suggested time limits per task are as follows:
· Pre-Kindergarten: 20 minutes per task

· Kindergarten and First grade: 30 minutes per task

· Second and Third grades: 40 minutes per task

· Fourth and Fifth grades: 50 minutes per task

· Sixth through Twelfth grades: 60 minutes per task

· The guidelines above are meant for any delivery model -- packets, on-line, hybrid, etc.
