	ORDER REGARDING CASE CONSULTANT OF THE GUARDIAN AD LITEM



THIS COURT HEREBY FINDS:
1. Via separate order entered on [date], [Name] was appointed as the Guardian ad litem (GAL) for the [Child/ren/Youth] [Name(s)] in this dependency and neglect (D&N”) case.  

2. [Name] is a Case Consultant – a qualified professional acting as an agent - of GAL [Name] under the supervision of the GAL (Name]. 

3. Chief Justice Directive 04-06 (“CJD 04-06”) outlines many duties and responsibilities of GALs and agents of GALs.  § 19-1-111(6), C.R.S. (2019).  
4. CJD 04-06(V)(D)(4) outlines the minimum requirements of a GAL’s initial investigation, and permits the following initial investigatory tasks to be completed by a qualified professional acting as an agent of the appointed GAL under the supervision of the appointed GAL:
a. personally meeting with proposed placement providers and observing a child’s/youth’s interactions with such placement providers, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(4)(b) (2019); 

b. making diligent efforts to observe a child’s/youth’s interactions with respondent parents, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(4)(c); 

c. reviewing court files and relevant records, reports and documents, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(4)(d); 

d. obtaining first-hand information from other persons/professional necessary to assess/serve the best interests of a child/youth, including caseworkers, CASAs, relatives, school personnel, therapists, treatment providers, and other persons and professionals as necessary to assess/serve the best interests of a child/youth, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(4)(e); 

e. confirming that the investigation of county departments included a diligent search for any prospective kinship placement, prospective adoptive placement, or potential tribal affiliation, or independently conducting such investigation if reunification attempts fail, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(4)(f); and 

f. visiting the home(s) from which a child/youth is removed, where appropriate, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(4)(g).  
5. CJD 04-06(V)(D)(5) permits the following ongoing investigatory tasks to be completed by a qualified professional acting as an agent of the appointed GAL under the supervision of the appointed GAL:

a. when a child’s/youth’s physical address changes but a child’s/youth’s placement provider does not change, meeting with the child/youth in person, observing the child/youth with the child’s/youth’s caregiver in the child’s/youth’s placement, and assessing the child’s/youth’s placement as soon as possible, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(5)(a) and Commentary; 
b. maintaining ongoing communication with the child/youth to continue to assess the best interests of the child/youth, consider the child’s/youth’s position, and state the child’s youth’s position to the court, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(5)(b); 

c. maintaining ongoing communication with placement providers, caseworkers, CASAs, and other parties, persons, and professionals necessary to ensure ongoing and timely assessment and representation of the best interests of the child/youth, CJD 04-06(V)(D)(5)(c).
