In accordance with 1 CCR 301-8, 2220-R-6.02(8)(a) – Educational Surrogate Parents (“ESP”) – General – The Administrative Unit (“AU”) of attendance and each State-Operated Program (“SOP”) must ensure that the rights of a child are protected when no parent (as defined in 1 CCR 301-8, 2220-R-2.33) can be identified; the AU of attendance and each SOP, after reasonable efforts, cannot locate a parent; the child is a ward of the State; or the child is a homeless child as defined in Section 22-1-102.5, C.R.S. However, if the child has been placed in an eligible facility the responsibility to appoint an ESP lies with the AU of residence or SOP. (1 CCR 301-8, 2220-R-6.02(8)(k)). The Colorado Department of Education (“CDE”) shall maintain a registry of each child with a disability determined to be in need of an educational surrogate parent and the educational surrogate parent assigned to the child, in accordance with 1 CCR 301-8, 2220-R-6.02(8)(b);
4. The parent-child legal relationship existing between the Child[ren or Youth Name(s)] and the parent(s) was terminated on or about [Date].
5. It would be in the best interests of the Child[ren or Youth Name(s)] for [Name and current role] to be appointed as the educational surrogate for the Child[ren or Youth Name(s)] because [why].
