	MOTION FOR PERMANENCY HEARING



COMES NOW, [Name], representing the best interests of the [Child(ren) or Youth Name(s)], respectfully submits the foregoing Motion for a Permanency Hearing “Motion”).  In support, this Guardian ad Litem states the following.
1. This GAL conferred with the [City/County] Attorney [Name], and [insert other applicable roles and names] regarding this Motion.  [Name(s)] support[s] this Motion.  [Name(s)] do[es] not support this Motion.  [Name(s) has/have] not responded to this GAL’s attempts to confer regarding this Motion.
2. Pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 19-3-702(1), “[i]n order to provide stable, permanent homes for every child or youth placed out of the home, in as short a time as possible, a court shall conduct a permanency hearing.  The court shall hold the permanency planning hearing as soon as possible following the initial dispositional hearing pursuant to this article 3, except that the permanency planning hearing must be held no later than ninety days after the initial decree of disposition.” 
3. This is an Expedited Permanency Planning case involving [a Child(ren) or Youth Name(s)], that may be an Indian child as defined by the Indian Child Welfare Act.
4. The [Child(ren) or Youth Name(s)] were born on [date(s)].  The [Child(ren) or Youth Name(s)], were removed from his Respondent [Role]’s care, pursuant to Court order, on [date].
