	FORTHWITH MOTION TO ALLOW THE CHILD TO TRAVEL 
OUTSIDE OF THE STATE OF COLORADO


The Guardian ad Litem (“GAL”), [Name], files this Motion to Allow the Child o Travel Outside of the State of Colorado, on behalf of [Name] (DOB: [##/##/####]) (“Child”). As grounds, the GAL states as follows:
1. The moving party conferred with opposing counsel prior to the filing of this Motion pursuant to CRCP Rule 121. The [Name] County Department of Human Services agrees with this motion. Respondent Mother and Respondent Father object to the Child traveling outside the state. 
2. The current foster home has plans to travel to a family wedding in [Name of State] from [##/##/####-##/##/####].  In adherence to CRS § 19-7-103(1), the foster family would like the Child to travel with them, and the GAL and ACDHS agree it is in the Child’s best interest to remain with the foster family.
3. The Child has been placed out of the home for more than [##] months. The Child has a trauma history, needs consistency and stability, and unfortunately is placed in his [##] foster home since removal.
4. When making a decision about whether a child in foster care shall be authorized to “participate in extracurricular, enrichment, cultural, and social activities,” the “reasonable and prudent parent standard” shall be used.  42 U.S.C. § 675(10)(A).
5. According to 42 U.S.C. § 675(10)(A), this standard is “characterized by careful and sensible parental decisions that maintain” the child’s “health, safety, and best interests,” while “encouraging the emotional and developmental growth of the child,” at the same time.
6. The Child’s physical, mental, and emotional health and well-being is of paramount concern, and the Child’s mental and emotional well-being is equally as important as his physical well-being.
7. This trip provides opportunities for growth and new experiences, while promoting continued social interactions and connections with the foster family beneficial to the Child’s well-being. 

8. If the Child were not authorized to travel out of state with the foster family, he would require respite care for the [##] days the foster family would be away. The Child has resided with this foster family for the past [##] months and this type of disruption is unnecessary and not in his best interest.
9. The Child would not remain in respite care upon the return of the foster family, thereby placing him in contact with the family and any potentially harmful contacts they may have encountered during the trip.

10. The foster parents intend to travel using their own private vehicle. They will not be staying in hotels, rather renting from Airbnb along the drive and staying with a relative in [Name of State].
11. The GAL will advise the foster parents to adhere to any and all restrictions in place due to COVID-19, and the foster family will follow safety recommendations made by the CDC for social distancing and personal protective gear.
12. Due to the pandemic, visitation is currently taking place through a virtual video platform. This will continue regardless of the trip. Therefore, visitation with the Child will not be affected solely due to the requested travel. 

WHEREFORE, the GAL requests this Court Allow the foster parents to take the Child to [Name of State] from [##/##/####-##/##/####].
