	GUARDIAN AD LITEM’S MOTION FOR COMPLETION OF EXPEDITED PROCEDURES PURSUANT TO THE INTERSTATE COMPACT ON THE PLACEMENT OF CHILDREN 



NAME, Guardian ad litem (GAL) for the Child(REN), NAME(S), respectfully submits this Motion for Completion of Expedited Procedures Pursuant to the Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children.   
DUTY TO CONFER
1. This GAL conferred with the Child(REN), NAME(S), the City/County Attorney, NAME, RESPONDENT(S), NAME(S), and [insert other roles and names if applicable].

LAW
12. A primary purpose of the Colorado Children’s Code is to strengthen and preserve the child’s family.  § 19-1-102(1)(b), C.R.S. (2016).  To achieve this goal, the general assembly enacted a series of provisions promoting relative placement for children removed from their homes. Parents must complete a relative affidavit. § 19-3-403(3.6)(a)(I)(B), (a)(III), C.R.S. (2016). Children’s placement with relatives is preferred. See §§ 19-1-115, -3-403(3.6)(a)(V), -3-508(1)(b), -3-605(1), -3-702(4), C.R.S. (2016).  

13. A court’s determination of whether to place a child with a relative is governed by the appropriateness of the placement and the child’s best interests.  See §§ 19-1-115(1)(a),     -3-403(3.6)(a)(V), -3-508(1)(b), -3-605(1), -3-702(4), C.R.S. (2016). 

14. The Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children (ICPC) governs the placement of children across state lines.  § 24-60-1802(I),(II), C.R.S. (2016); 12 CCR § 2509-4:7.307 (2017).  The ICPC ensures that the court, Department, GAL, and other parties receive timely and sufficient information to make informed decisions regarding a proposed placement and to arrange appropriate services for the child should s/he be placed out-of-state.  § 24-60-1802(I), C.R.S. (2016); 12 CCR § 2509-4:7.307 (2017).  The ICPC procedures may be time-consuming and cause delays in placing children in appropriate family homes across state lines.  Accordingly, the expedited placement procedures are designed to eliminate potential delays in placement.  12 CCR § 2509-4:7.307.6 (2017). 
15. A court may order expedited placement procedures when the placement under consideration is with “a parent, step-parent, adult brother or sister, adult uncle or aunt, grandparent, or [the child’s] guardian,” as specified in 12 CCR § 2509-4:7.307.6(B) (2017), and at least one of the following apply: 
a. The child is four years old or younger and the child’s siblings are being placed in the same home
; or 
b. The child is in an emergency placement; or 
c. The court finds that the child or any child in the sibling group has a substantial relationship with the proposed placement.  
12 CCR § 2509-4:7.307.62(A) (2017).
ARGUMENT
16. NAME(S) OF PLACEMENT is the Child(REN), NAME’(S’), [insert applicable relation: parent, step-parent, adult brother/sister, adult uncle/aunt, grandparent, or child’s guardian]. 
17. NAME(S) OF PLACEMENT would like NAME(S) OF CHILD(REN) placed in his/her/their home and is/are willing to participate in the ICPC process. 
18. 19. The GAL seeks to determine whether placing the Child(REN), NAME(S), with NAME(S) OF PLACEMENT is appropriate and serves his/her/their best interests.  The GAL requires sufficient information regarding the proposed placement to make an informed evaluation of the proposed placement. 
WHEREFORE, this GAL respectfully requests that this Court grant this Motion for Completion of Expedited Procedures Pursuant to the Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children and order the Department to initiate such procedures.
