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GAL Checklist for Learning at Home

First 

1) Assess your student’s educational needs: 

a. Does your student have access to a computer? 

b. Does your student have access to internet? 

c. Does your student have special education needs? If so, what are those needs? What special education services are in the IEP? 

d. Does your student have a 504 plan? If so, what are your student’s needs? What accommodations does your student need? 

e. Does your student have accelerated or gifted needs? 

f. Is your student supposed to graduate this year? 

g.  Other considerations? 

2) Assess what the school and school district are making available.  Check their websites. Look for e-mail communications from the school, teachers and/or superintendant.  If the student or caregiver has not received any information reach out to the school.  

Second

1) Confirm how your youth will be receiving his/her education. Work with the school to have your student’s needs met. Anticipate that there will be a temporary learning plan that will look different. Be creative. 

2) Review the resources from CDE and the U.S. Department of Education listed on the resource page.
