	ORDER APPOINTING GUARDIAN AD LITEM IN A DELIQUENCY MATTER



THIS COURT, pursuant to § 19-1-111(2)(a), C.R.S. (2019), and Chief Justice Directive (“CJD”) 04-06(III)(C) (2019), hereby appoints NAME as Guardian ad litem (GAL) for the juvenile, NAME (DOB), in this matter.

1. Pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 19-1-111(2)(a), this Court finds that the appointment of the GAL is appropriate because:
· a parent, guardian, legal custodian, custodian, person to whom parental responsibilities have been advocated, relative, stepparent, or spousal equivalent  did not appear at the first hearing or a subsequent hearing; 
· there is a conflict of interest between the juvenile and his/her parent, guardian, legal custodian, person to whom parental responsibilities have been allocated, relative, stepparent, or spousal equivalent; and/or
· the appointment of a GAL is necessary to serve the best interests of the juvenile because ___________________________________________________________​​

2. The GAL shall represent the juvenile’s best interests throughout his/her appointment in a manner that promotes and protects the juvenile’s rights as required by CJD 04-06(V)(E).
3. The GAL shall comply with the requirements set forth in CJD 04-06(V)(E), including, 
a. Personally conducting a timely in-person meeting with the juvenile and maintaining contact and ongoing communication with the juvenile;
b. Conducting an independent initial and ongoing investigation in a timely manner, including: 
i. Interviewing parents, kin, and current and potential placement providers, if applicable, and;
ii. Interviewing other professionals or individuals necessary to assess and advocate for the juvenile’s best interests such as school personnel, pretrial service staff, probation officers, and treatment providers; 
c. Attending all court hearings in a manner consistent with CJD 04-06(V)(E)(2), Commentary; and
d. Presenting independent information and advocating for the juvenile’s best interests in a manner consistent with the juvenile’s due process and statutory rights.
