	ORDER APPOINTING CHILD’S LEGAL REPRESENTATIVE (CLR) PURSUANT TO COLORADO REVISED STATUTE § 14-10-116 


1. Upon the Court's own motion and the stipulation of the parties, Attorney [Name, address, zip code, telephone number, attorney registration number] is appointed Child’s Legal Representative (CLR) for the Child [Name] (“Child”).

2. This Order is entered pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 14-10-116 - appointment of counsel for a child in a domestic relations case.  This appointment is in the best interests of the child.

3. The CLR is directed to provide legal representation of the children as directed in Colorado Revised Statute 14-10-116.

4. The appointee shall be compensated by the parties as follows: [##]% paid by Petitioner and [##]% paid by Respondent.  The CLR shall be compensated at rate of $[##.##] per hour. A refundable retainer in the amount of $[###.##] shall be deposited with the office of the CLR no later than seven days from the entry of this Order.  The CLR shall not begin work until the retainer is received.  Additional retainer deposits may be required from time to time. 
5. Along with the initial retainer deposit, or shortly thereafter, each party shall provide the CLR complete contact information, contact information for the child.  Each party may deliver to the CLR documents relevant to the determinations to be made by the CLR pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 14-10-124 - allocation of parenting time and decision-making responsibility. 
6. The parties and their counsel, if any, are ordered to cooperate with the CLR and execute releases required for the CLR’s investigation. This Order shall serve as authorization for the CLR to acquire privileged information about the child from any source including, but not limited to, schools, therapists, court personnel, law enforcement agencies, and health care providers.  

7. Further, the CLR shall have access to all relevant information regarding the Petitioner, Respondent, and any Intervenor.  This access shall comply with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) and other privacy laws and is authorized without further order or release.  Relevant information includes, but is not limited to, the following records, reports, or evaluations: medical, psychiatric, psychological, drug, alcohol, law enforcement, social services, academic, financial, and adoption.  This Order provides the authority to release such information to the CLR, regardless of the original source of the information.
