1. This Court has jurisdiction over the subject matter and parties.

THIS COURT, having reviewed the Guardian ad Litem’s Petition to Reinstate the Parent-Child Legal Relationship Pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 19-3-612 (“Reinstatement Petition”); having heard the information provided by the □ [Name] County Department of Human Services (“Department”), which has custody of the [Child/Youth Name] ([“Child/Youth”)], □ the [Child/Youth]’s guardian ad litem (“GAL”), □ the former parent [Name] (“Former Parent”), □ the person or agency caring for the Child, and □ other person[s] or [agency/agencies] that aided this Court in its review; and having considered the statements of the parties and their counsel; and being fully advised; FINDS:  

1. This Court has jurisdiction over the subject matter of this case and parties to this case.
2. The threshold conditions for reinstatement set forth in Colorado Revised Statute 19-3-612(9)(a-f) have been established by the standards of proof set forth in Colorado Revised Statute 19-3-612(9)(a-f).  
3. It is in the best interests of the [Child/Youth] to work toward reinstatement of the legal relationship between the [Child/Youth] and the Former Parent. 
4. The transition plan developed by the Department and designed for reinstatement, which includes [family time or temporary placement] of the [Child/Youth] with the Former Parent for a designated trial period of [##] months, during which time legal custody of the [Child /Youth] remains with the Department, is approved.   
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. Custody of the [Child/Youth] remains with the Department.  

2. The Department shall provide transition services, as needed.  
3. The Department shall assess the [visitation or temporary placement] of the [Child/Youth] with the Former Parent and prepare a report about the success of the [family time or temporary placement].  The Department shall submit the report to the Court, the Former Parent, and the GAL no later than [Month ##, 20##].  [Note: 19-3-612(10) (2019) requires DHS to submit the report no later than 30 days before the expiration of the designated trial period.]
4. The Department may [stop family time or remove] the [Child/Youth] from placement with the Former Parent at any time in accordance with the procedures set forth in Colorado Revised Statutes 19-3-401 and 19-3-403, if the Department deems that the [Child/Youth] unsafe or that is no longer in the best interests of the [Child/Youth] to remain with the Former Parent.
