	STIPULATED MOTION FOR CONTINUED/DEFERRED ADJUDICATION




[Before pursuing a continued/deferred adjudication, please review the continued/deferred adjudication section of the Adjudicatory Hearing Chapter of the GRID, as caselaw regarding continued/deferred adjudications is somewhat unsettled and continued/deferred adjudications can have large impact on children’s permanency.]   

The parties hereby submit this Stipulated Motion for Continued/Deferred Adjudication (“this Stipulated Motion”) pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 19-3-505(5) (2019); Colorado Rule of Juvenile Procedure 4.2(c) (2019); and People v. C.O., 406 P.3d 853 (Colo. 2017).  In support, the parties state the following.

1. This Court has subject matter jurisdiction over this matter, as this matter is within the class of cases this Court has authority to hear.  
2. The parties, including the Child[ren Name(s)] (“the Child(ren)”) and the Respondent [Name] (“the Respondent”), have been fully informed by the court of their rights in this proceeding, including their right to have an adjudication either dismissing or sustaining the Petition in Dependency and Neglect (“the Petition”) filed by [Name] County Department of Human Services.  
3. After being fully informed of such rights, the parties, including the Child[ren] and the Respondent, consent to this Stipulated Motion.  

4. The Respondent understands the Respondent’s rights, the allegations in the Petition, the effects of this Stipulated Motion, and the effects of the admissions contained in this Stipulated Motion.  
5. The Respondent knowingly, intelligently, and voluntarily waives the Respondent’s right to a jury trial regarding the adjudication of the Child[ren].  
6. The Respondent voluntarily admits the allegations in paragraph[s ##] of the Petition.  
7. The allegations of the Petition admitted by the Respondent in paragraph five (5) of this Stipulated Motion are supported by a preponderance of the evidence, constitute a basis for adjudicating the Child[ren] dependent and neglected, and constitute a basis for this Court to exercise personal jurisdiction over the Child[ren]. 
8. This matter should proceed as a continued/deferred adjudication.  

9. The adjudicatory hearing should be continued/deferred for an initial period of up to six (6) months.  

10. After reviewing the continued/deferred adjudication, the court may extend the continued/deferred adjudication for an additional period of up to six (6) months.  

11. At the conclusion of the additional six (6)-month period, the court will either sustain or dismiss the Petition.    
12. The Child[ren] should be allowed to [remain in the Child[ren]’s own home OR in the temporary custody of [Name] or the [Name] County Department of Human Services].   
13. The parties agree to comply with the Family Service Plan.  Any failure to comply may result in revocation of the continued/deferred adjudication and the immediate entry of an order adjudicating the Child[ren] dependent and neglected.   

THEREFORE, the parties respectfully request that the Court grant this Stipulated Motion for a Continued/Deferred Adjudication.

4. After reviewing the continued/deferred adjudication, the court may extend the continued/deferred adjudication for an additional period of up to six (6) months.  

5. At the conclusion of the additional six (6)-month period, the court shall either sustain or dismiss the Petition.
